Women Democratic Movement in Israel  Demands:
Stop the Genocide and War Crimes Committed by the Israeli Army in Gaza!
Allow the Entry of Food and Medical Aid!
Israel has escalated its campaign of indiscriminate killing and forced displacement of civilians in the Gaza Strip and refuses to resume negotiations to save the Israeli hostages. This is part of the total war it has declared on the Palestinian people. Since the airstrikes began on March 18, more than 500 people have been killed, including around 300 women, children, and elderly individuals. In the latest airstrike on the Dar Al-Arqam School, 35 people were killed and more than 100 injured. The bombing continues, with the number of victims, most of them children, rising.
As usual, the United States supports Israel’s crimes, while most countries remain silent in the face of the ongoing massacres. Given the complete failure of the international community to curb Israeli aggression or hold Israel accountable for its ongoing crimes in Gaza, it is not surprising that Israel continues to violate international law and commit more massacres against civilians.
At the same time, the occupation army continues its crimes in the West Bank, providing cover for settlers and their attacks on Palestinian families. Settlers and soldiers are expelling residents from refugee camps, destroying roads and infrastructure, burning homes, and vandalizing them to make them uninhabitable—all to drive refugees to despair and prevent their return, effectively eliminating the refugee issue and the right of return.
We, the activists of the Democratic Women’s Movement in Israel, participants in many protest actions, demand that the Netanyahu government stop its brutal crimes against the Palestinian people. We also call on the countries of the world to condemn the Netanyahu government and put pressure on it to immediately end the war and acts of genocide, and to allow the entry of water, food, and medical aid into the Gaza Strip.
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
